April 2010 Committee Meeting - the Cross Scythes 7.30 12/4/10

Apologies: none
1. Minutes of last meeting: Accepted – proposed Don & seconded Jan.
2. Fiona came to the meeting to report back on Robin Hood’s Bay weekend planning.  She has taken this over from Ali due to her illness.  23 members on list so far but only 9 deposits received so Fi will now chase up people.  Final payment due soon.  Thought that only one more person needed to guarantee exclusive use of hostel for the weekend.

3. Officers’ Reports:

Magazine:  Matthew reported that the magazine was with the printers and should be circulated soon (Pauline helping). A slip will be inserted for members who have not paid up to tell them that without payment, they will be removed from the social email list and will receive no further magazines. Email copy sent to committee well received.  Matt already working on next issue (probably out in June) and articles/photos welcomed.
Membership:  Jan reported that so far, there are 187 members this year, 23 of whom were new which is excellent.  55 members have also paid to be affiliated to England Athletics.  Colin now has a form to sort out paying for club affiliation fees for 2010.

Website: Colin has received payment of £100 from Physio Room for the web advert.  He also reported that it is not possible to have a credit card for payments without additional expense for a business account.  Ruth is working on further improvements.  Bike ad can be removed as this is now sold.
Kit: Alex will purchase more vests and shorts to sell.
Treasurer:  Club funds are very healthy but this money will be very much needed for the new club hut.  Bank signatures now sorted – Colin, Pauline & Clive.
Social: Laura – “back to the fells” social and Easter Egg hunt both successful.

Colin suggested making this a regular slot, e.g. first Tuesday of the month, so that people will know where to go without any confusion.
