May 2010 Committee Meeting - the Cross Scythes 7.30 10/5/10

Present:  Clive (chair), Pippa, Ruth, Don, Rob, Aidan, Laura, Jan, Alex, Colin, Caryl,

Apologies: none
1. Minutes of last meeting: Accepted – proposed Clive & seconded Colin.
2. Officers’ Reports:

Membership:  Jan reported that we now have 200 paid-up members, 27 of whom are new.  35 previous members have yet to respond despite reminders sent out with the magazine.  These will now be removed from the circulation list for email messages and for the magazine.  

Website:  Ruth had been asked for a link on the web-site by Sports on Sunday.  They will be asked for a fee of £100 in line with others.  Keep on Running ad will be removed from front page but put elsewhere, whereas Accelerate will go on front page and then a fee will be requested. 
A decision was taken not to have a buy and sell section on the website.  The ad for the bike that was sold several weeks ago keeps mysteriously re-appearing on some computers (a technical hitch which Ruth will sort out).
Kit: Alex has sold some vests and will order more.  Design of shorts was looked at. Alex will order some (with Totley name displayed) of both men’s and women’s to try out.
Social:  Events which are coming up -  
Colin’s handicap on 1st June with curry afterwards  in the Cross Scythes at £7 a head.  

Mandy organising a dinner and auction as a major fund-raiser for the Club Hut – Sat 3 July – need to get a sell-out for this and all club members need to push it and generate as much interest as possible.  
Archaeology run – Clive organising – 29 July from Monsall Head, 6.30 start.
Laura will contact Nick to see whether social events can be added to the calendar on the website but displayed in a different colour to all the running events.

Email notices are sent to members but frequent reminders are needed.

Treasurer:  Funds good but much needed for the new hut.  A cheque had been received from the Clinic for previous adverts.  
Men’s Captain:  Aidan reported some very good results in the a number of recent races such as the 5-milers, Sheffield half marathon, London marathon (Colin Lynch), Tigers Todger, 3 Peaks and the Coniston fell race.  Andy McDermott had competed in the Fellsman ultra event with particular success.
Women’s Captain: Pippa detailed similarly excellent results for a number of women at the above events, with Pat Goodall, Pippa, Jan, Pauline, Laura, all getting particular mentions.  In the Todger, Laura was first woman home and the women got the first team place.  The women’s team is also currently placed first in the 5-milers.

Clive thanked Pippa for her organisation of the Todger race.

Secretary: Caryl passed on entry forms for a number of races:

The Hallam Chase on 1 June,  Ferry 5 on 2 June and Normanby Women’s 5k on 27 June, plus info of events from Dark and White:  these are either already on the web calendar or details have now been passed on to Nick.
Our affiliation certificate has now been received from England Athletics together with further information and a book of rules and regulations.
4. AOB:
(i) Clive passed on the very sad news that Ali Douglas had died early on Monday morning. Ali was very well known and liked as a long-serving and enthusiastic club member and it is expected that many running friends would wish to attend her funeral.  Details of this will be circulated as soon as it is known.
A proposal had been received from Annie Mays, a good friend of Ali’s, for a memorial race, with proceeds to go to St Luke’s Hospice where Ali was treated at the end of her illness.  Ali’s son, Gavin, was in support of this.  There was also strong support for this idea from the committee.  Annie will liaise with Pat Goodall to organise a route and hopefully this will be held later in the year or early next year when the fell-running calendar is less full.

Navy Dave is already planning to run in the Windermere marathon at the weekend and is asking for donations for St Luke’s Hospice.

Jan will ask Su Campbell if she would like to write an obituary for the magazine.

(ii) Clive had received a letter from Kevin Mahon who wished to tender his resignation from the club.  The reason is not known.  Kevin is a valued member of the club but we reluctantly had to accept his decision.  Clive passed on a generous cheque from Kevin as a contribution to the new club hut.
(iii) It was reported that some members who ran in the London Marathon this year as Totley members had not paid their membership fees for 2010 and Clive will contact them.
(iv) There is still no race director for the Exterminator in Sept.  Those who had been approached were unable to do it.  Ruth volunteered with assurances that there would be a lot of help available from Richard, Don & others.
Richard keeps a check-list of things to do for organising a race – he will send this to Caryl to keep for future reference and to pass on to others.

(v) Club Hut – Clive, Colin & Laura had attended another meeting with the Council and more money has been verbally promised.  This is very encouraging.  It now looks as if the shortfall in money is around £35,000 which we have to find.  Other avenues are still being explored, but we need to raise as much as possible.  The dinner and auction is a big fundraising night.  Various other ideas – offer life membership for £100, another auction idea from Colin; but more ideas needed.
(vi) Richard talked about the Totley Moor race on Tuesday with the Rifle Range being used as a base for the first time.  Colin will confirm this with one of his contacts asap. The start and finish will be on the field but showers, toilets, changing will be up at the rifle range.  This presents a logistical problem for getting the results – where will the computer be?  Various possibilities were discussed, including a campervan or caravan on the field.  Richard also needs more helpers. An email has been sent out.
